The copier is reserved from 8 a.m.-12:00 p.m. for department use and bulk copying for
administration. The receptionist is also responsible for mail/package sorting and administrative
duties that must be completed before 12:00 p.m. Personal copies are five cents per side and can be
paid by cash or added to your monthly statement. Copies for SORA Committees and/or activities
are tracked monthly and billed to SORA.
